composed of 11 members of the Cooperative
and was charged with the duty of reviewing
the policies and procedures regarding line
extensions and line relocations. Jernigan
appointed the committee in response to
allegations from a member regarding unfair
or inconsistent treatment of Cooperative
members. He reported that after very intense
review, the committee concluded that the
policies and procedures regarding line
extensions and line relocations are fair and
have been implemented consistently for

all members.

Jernigan stated, “The committee
reaffirmed that your confidence and the trust
you have shown in the leadership of your
Cooperative for so many years is justified.”

Executive Report

Ted McMillan,
President/CEO,
reported on the chal-
lenges facing electric
utilities to generate
ever increasing
amounts of electric
power in the face of

growing public
demand to reduce
carbon emissions. He
outlined a seven-point plan developed by the
Electric Power Research Institute in Palo
Alto, California. The 25-year plan strives to
balance the need for additional electric power
generation with the need to avert adverse
environmental impacts.

McMillan thanked our legislators for
passing legislation imposing greater penalties
for theft of metals, especially copper, which
is used in electric utility substations. He
added that the appliance program had been
very successful again in 2006. McMillan
concluded by thanking members for their
support of the Cooperative’s Operation
Round Up® program. It enabled the Board of
Trustees of the Sumter EMC Foundation to
award $97,551 to local civic/charitable
organizations and educational causes in 2006.
