turned the lights on across America.

By 1953, more than 90 percent of
farms had electric service. Today, almost
all of America’s farms have central station
electricity, and the power lines of consumer-
owned rural electric cooperatives cover
about 75 percent of America’s land mass.
Most of today’s rural electricity is still
provided by local consumer-owned
electric cooperatives.
